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B: They’re playing cards.
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A: How long have they been playing cards?
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B: They've been playing cards all night.
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A: What is your sister doing?
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B: She’s practising guitar.
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A: How long has she been practising guitar?
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B: She’s been practising guitar since 5:30.
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: What are John and Mark doing?
: They're watching soccer (on TV).
: How long have they been watching soccer?

: They’ve been watching soccer since 3:00 (‘three’)

: What is your brother doing?
: He's getting ready to go out.
: How long has he been getting ready to go out?

: He's been getting ready to go out for an hour.

: What are you doing?
: I'm arguing with Arisa.
: How long have you been arguing with her?

: I've been arguing with her since I got home.

: What is Steve doing?
: He’s playing (computer) games on the Playstation.
: How long has been playing games on the Playstation?

: He’s been playing games on the Playstation all day.

: What are the kids doing?
: They're playing in the garden.
: How long have they been playing in the garden?

: They’ve been playing in the garden since they had lunch.

: What are you and Claire doing?
: We're sightseeing.
: How long have they been sightseeing?

: We've been sightseeing since yesterday
